Through Mr. Nishiyama I have your request for clarification of my
interviews regarding what I saw in the air battle 18 April 1943.

I can wmake these statements:

(1) I saw one P-38 firing into the tail of Admiral Yamamoto's
bomber and I saw the Admiral's airplane emitting smoke and

Flames'while one P-38 was directly bhehind it.

(2) I saw the Admiral's airplane descend toward the jungle in an
attitude of forced landing within 20 to 30 seconds from when I

first saw one P-38 behind the Admiral's airplane firing into it.

(3) From the time that I first sighted any of the P-38s until the
admirals airplane was down in the jungle was two minutes or

less.
